As the academic year comes to an end the Orientation and Mobility Association of Australasia (OMAA) would like to wish our recent graduates all the best for their upcoming careers in our close and collegiate profession.
In March 2025, the NDIS Quality and Safeguards Commission recognised OMAA as the registration body for our profession. To be able to claim fee for services under the NDIA, you now need to be a Registered Orientation and Mobility Specialist of Australasia (ROMSA) which means you must be a Certified Orientation and Mobility Specialist (COMS) with the Academy for Certification of Vision Rehabilitation and Education Professionals (ACVREP) by successfully completing and passing the COMS exam (Certified Orientation and Mobility Specialist (COMS) - ACVREP).
The exams are held in an invigilated examination room, available across Australia. Please reach out if you have difficulty locating one. Guidelines around preparation before, structure, and expected behaviour during the exam can be found in the COMS Handbook (see above link).
Upon passing the exam and achieving COMS, please update our wonderful registrar, Sam Kidston, (registrar@omaaustralasia.com) as per instructions in “FAQ 01-Applying for ROMSA” via the OMAA website https://www.omaaustralasia.com/register/.
We welcome new members and encourage all non-ROMSA to become ROMSA as we look to secure our own line-item code under the NDIA Pricing Guide.
I encourage you all to have a read of OMAA Code of Ethics and I look forward to seeing some of you on a committee sometime soon.
